1.  Trafficking fears —the publicity around this concern has heightened awareness of
child rights to safety, and some local communities have been made aware of local
child sexual exploitation and have come together to protect their children.

2. Lost children— there have been no reports of large numbers of lost or strayed
children and the places of safety seem to have been successful in caring for any that
were brought in.

3. Holiday clubs and activity days for children. There are reports of many groups using
the play manual A CHANCE TO PLAY and the HOW TO RUN A HOLIDAY CLUB,
both available from Children’s Rights Centre, with children all over South Africa.

4.  “Street children”— during the World Cup period there were no children living and
working on the streets in our host cities. Resources were obviously made available to
house them elsewhere. We hope that a legacy from the World Cup will be the imple-
mentation of the Children’s Act with all the resources needed to help and re-integrate
these children.

5. Learning acceptance and celebration of differences =~ —have the children AND
ADULTS benefitted from our World Cup exposure to other nations. In schools where
there are many different cultures does every teacher greet a child in his or her first or
home language?

“Our church had one week of hosting the holiday club as
addd i it was spread over to three other churches over the holi-
days. We had about 20 children on average and the age
group was from 5-13. | found that the games we had
learned or rather played at the workshop were easy to
implement because there were guides of it in the Holiday
4 Club book as well and it catered to every child we had
with us. There were two games that the children enjoyed
! the most and that they kept asking for, the Duster Hockey
b game (where we made the bats with newspaper and cel-
